Council’s decision to set up a
Flood Taskforce in the middle of a
drought, recent storms provided a
reminder that, givenits location on
aflood plain, flooding will continue
to be an issue for Brisbane.

That's why Council is spending
$109.57million to support flood
management initiatives, including
the implementation of taskforce
recommendations and additional
construction and maintenance of
stormwater drains.

Funding of $421,000 has also
been allocated to give residents
access to free flood reports, with a
further $5.51million to rehabilitate
stormwater drains.

Safer footpaths

Footpaths are a big priority for Council
and a new accelerated footpath
construction and maintenance program
will invest at least $23million over the
next 12 months to build and repair
footpaths and associated improvements
right across Brisbane.

In addition to providing 165 new
footpaths, significant work will be
completed to repair damaged footpaths.

Commuter safety at bus interchanges
and ferry stops will also be improved with
$665,000 spent on introducing additional
CCTV cameras and better lighting.

ork of local heroes, the State

Emergency Service (SES)
volunteers, is being recognised by
Council in this year’s budget.

Whileregularly playingacritical rolein
responding to emergencies, the SES,
like many volunteer organisations,
struggle to raise funds and recruit
volunteers.

As part of Council’s ongoing support
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of this wonderful organisation,
$300,000 will be provided for a new
job tasking computer system.

Council will also match fundraising
by SES volunteers dollar-for-
dollar,andintroduceannualservice
recognition payments - $200 for
one to five years service and $500
for over five years - to help recruit
and retain volunteers.

A cleaner Brisbane

ouncil is increasing funding
for more grass cuts, street
sweeping and litter prevention.

The highly successful bulk bin
recycling program for unit blocks
will continue following a further
$606,000 in funding.

Two new waste services will also
be introduced: recycling services
for business, as well as the option
for residents to soon have a green
bin. Sitting alongside existing
garbage and recycling bins, the
green bin will provide a cheap and
easy alternative for disposing of
lawn clippings, leaves, branches
and other garden waste.

These user pay initiatives - as
well as the option for residents to
have a second recycling bin - will
commence operation from 1 July,
2010, or sooner if Council is able to
make the necessary arrangements
with contractors.
